1. Origin: France – Developed analytical Geometry.  Believed everything 
should be doubted until proven by reason, “I think, therefore, I am.”





2. Origin: England – First person to identify cells in living matter.

3. Origin: Poland – Developed the heliocentric theory of the universe.

4. Origin: Dutch – Used the newly developed microscope to discover bacteria.

5. Origin: Italy – Student of Galileo’s who developed the first barometer 

to read barometric pressure and predict the weather.








6. Origin: England – Known as the founder of modern chemistry.
7. Origin: England – Discovered the element that is later named oxygen.

8. Origin: France – Scientist who named oxygen and also discovered the 

law of conservation of matter.












9. Origin: England – Discovered laws of motion and gravity which 

helped to develop new views of the universe.










10. Origin: England – Studied the circulation of blood throughout the body.

11. Origin: Italy – Used the telescope to disprove the geocentric theory.

12. Origin: Dutch – Invented the microscope.





13. Origin: Flemish – Made accurate drawings of human anatomy

15. Origin: Dutch – Made first thermometer to use freezing at 32ºF.

16. Origin: Denmark – Brahe’s assistant who discovered that mathematical 

laws govern planetary motion and that planets use elliptical orbits.





17. Origin: Sweden – Created another scale for the mercury 

thermometer using 0º as freezing. 
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
